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FROM THE MEN AND WOMEN OF THE 
BALLSTON SPA POLICE DEPARTMENT 
 
The State of New York Vehicle and Traffic 
Law covers all aspects of operating a motor 

vehicle on the roadways of New York. The overall objective 
is to provide THE RULES OF THE ROAD for safe travel. 
The following are two of the areas covered in Vehicle and 
Traffic Law that are often misunderstood or ignored com-
pletely: Child safety seats and DWI. 
Child safety seats – No person shall operate a motor vehicle 
unless (a) All passengers of such vehicle under the age of 
four are restrained in a specially designed seat which meets 
the Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards and which is ei-
ther permanently affixed or affixed to such vehicle by a 
safety belt, or in the event that the weight of such child under 
the age of four exceeds forty pounds, such passenger may be 
restrained in an appropriate child restraint system (booster 
seat). (b) All passengers of such vehicle who are age four or 
older but under age seven are restrained in an appropriate 
child restraint system (booster seat). (c) In the case of any 
other back seat passenger under the age of sixteen shall be 
restrained by a safety belt. The minimum fine is $25; the 
Maximum fine is $100 plus a $55 surcharge and 3 points for 
failure to properly restrain a child in a motor vehicle. 
 
DWI-  No person shall operate a motor vehicle while the per-
son’s ability to operate such vehicle is impaired by the con-
sumption of alcohol. It doesn’t get any clearer than that , if 
you consume alcohol, don’t drive. The Section of the Vehicle 
and Traffic Law governing Driving under the influence of 
Drugs and Alcohol goes into much greater detail , however 
the very first section of the DWI law is just that basic. Some 
facts about drinking and driving: 1. Alcohol-related motor 
vehicle crashes kill someone every 31 minutes and injure 
someone every 2 minutes. (NHTSA) 2. During 2005, 16,885 
people in the U.S. died in alcohol-related motor vehicle 
crashes. 3. One third of the fatalities in New York State in-
volve the impairment or intoxication of drivers. 4. A driver 
with a BAC (Blood Alcohol Content) of 0.08 is four times as 
likely to cause a crash as a driver who has not been drinking, 
while the driver with a BAC of 0.16 is 25 times more likely 
to do so. 5. Young drinking drivers are at the highest risk of 
all. Drivers twenty years old or younger are almost three 
times as likely to be involved in alcohol related fatal crashes 
than other drivers. 
The first offense for DWI is a Misdemeanor and punishable 
by a minimum fine of $500 and maximum fine of $1000 up 
to a year in jail and revocation of drivers license for six 
months minimum. A second offense of DWI within ten years 
is a felony with a minimum fine of $1000 maximum fine of 
$5000 up to four years in jail and a minimum one year 
driver’s license revocation
